
Course Guidelines for the Experimental College 

Forward: We are aware that there is some irony in creating guidelines for the 
experimental college. So let it be put forth that we do not intend - in any way - to 
douse creativity or experimentation through the following stipulations. We are 
simply creating a framework in which, we feel, classes will become more organized 
and your ideas/skills can be better presented to the student body. So do not be 
alarmed - we are still the experimental college - just now we have a method. 

Academic Class: A lecture or discussion based course that explores a topic of 
academic relevance using a variety of different mediums ie. books, articles, T.V. 
shows, movies, etcetera etcetera. 

Academic Class for 1 Credit - a total of no less than 33 hours 

•� 1 to 2 hours per week (This does not include screenings if your class is film 
or T.V. show based) - 12+ hours 

•� 1 hour of reading per week (1 reading = 1 hour) - 12 hours 
•� 2 forms of evaluation 

o� 1 Journal (.5 pages/week) - 6 hours 
o� Optional - 3 hours 

•� 1 page = 1 hour 
•� 5 minutes of a presentation = 1 hour 

Academic Class for 2 Credits - a total of no less than 60 hours 

•� 2 to 3 hours of class per week - 24+ hours 
•� Greater than 2 hours of reading per week (1 reading = 1 hour) - 24 hours 
•� 3 to 4 forms of evaluation 

o� 1 Journal (.5 pages/week) - 6 hours 
o� 2-3 Optional forms of evaluation - 6 hours 

Variable Credit Option 

•� For the Student 
o� for one extra credit (for a maximum of 2) a student MUST do 24 

equivalent hours of work in addition to the requirements for the 1 
credit option 

•� For the Instructor 
o� Hold 1 hour meetings once a week to meet specifically with students 

who have chosen to take the 2 credit option 
o� Orchestrate the publishing/viewing of 2 credit-option students in 

some way that is approved by the ExCo committee 

Course Enrollment: Class size (for purposes of discussion) is limited to 15 students 
per instructor. If the class is primarily lecture based exceptions can be made.
